Using Bright Tunes via Bluetooth:

2. Bright Tunes will autornatically begin searching in Bluetooth mode and the LED
on the control box will flash Blue.
3. Activate Bluetooth on your favorite device (smartphons, tablet, laptop, efc.).
4, Search for “Bright Tunes” on your device and pair.
(¥ you are asked for a password, enter 0000.}
5. Once pairing is complete, you will hear an audible beep and the Blue LED wil
stop blinking and remain lit.
