By using a switch box, you may use the system with a conven-
tional single line telephone. The system is not compatible with
multiline welephones.

To prepares to use your system you will need 1o charge your head-
sel battery and make the system connections. Make sure you
have all the componrents listed on the previows page and proceed
through the step by sltep instructions.

Siep 1 - Base Station Location

Select a location for the Base Station Assembly (B - base station,
trangmil antenna, and cable). The base station should be pocessi-
bile for you fto charge your headset and spare battery. Suggested
lncation: To the side of your computer with line-of-sight to your
head=zt. Please allow four inches separation between the Base
Station and your monitor or CPU if possible.

Step 2 - Transmit Antenna Location

Select @ location for your transmit antenna, Yoo will want this as
far forward on your desk top as possible, 10 maximize your trans-
mit range. Suggested location: Mext to your mouse pad or key-
board, but within 24 inches of the Base Station,
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Step 3 - Connections

Step d - Charging
Charge headset battery and spare. The headset battery charges
when the headset is placed into the base station, The amber indi-



cator lights when the headset is charging.
There is also a slol for charging a spare bat-
tery. Please allow eight hoors for complets
charging. The headset and batteries will no
be damaged by indefirite charging,

Step 5 - Test Audio ‘ii

Test your audio. Open the Sound Recorder
(Programs, Accessorses, Muoltimedia, Sound Becorder).
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St your headset swatch to position 11 (duplex). Turn on base sia-
tion (push button switch in patch bay). Green indicator lighis on
Base Statron when power 15 on.  Press the Record button (red dot)
and speak. You should see some signal appear on the Sound
Eecorder. Press the stop buiton (black square), Press the Play
Butten. You should hear your recorded voice @i a comflorahle
level through the headset. Adjust the Record Level andfor
Playback Level on your PC if neaded.

The Base Station serves as a charging stand for the headser, and
will also charge a spare battery pack. All electrical connections



are made 1o the patch bay of the base station. You will find the
OMNAOFF button in the patch bay, A green indicator lamp on the
opposite side of the Base Station confirms that the power is on.
The adjacent amber lamp lights when the headset is charging.
The charging circuit stays active with the power off,

You will motice a thumbwheel on the side of te base station,
This iz a volume control for the headset speaker, and will aol nor-
mally require adjustment. I you use the RF-3296 for computer
telephony, of use your headset with more than one program, the

Transmit Anlenna

The Transmit Antenna is a magnetic coil in a plastic enclosure
which sends audio from your compuier to your headset speaker.
it should be placed al on your deskiop or computer stand as
close 1o you as possible with the front pointed toward you. The
molded in arrow on the bottom of the transmit antenna poinds o
the tront. The Transmit Antenna is connected with a cable to the
Base Station patch bay.

Headset

Your lightweight headset is designed for extended periods of
comiortable wear, The easiest way to put the headset on is to



place your ear through the loop, and
slowly release the headband wntil the tem-
ple piece rests on the opposite side of
your head, The band adjust for a com-
fortable fit. If you find the earloop too
small for vour ear, please le us know, and
we will send you a larger replacement.

The headset slide switch has three positions:

O - ONAOIT charge
I - Microphone Only
I - Duplex

the headset is placed into the Base Station. Use the Microphone
Only position if you need extended range (presentations, etc.).
You may transmit up to 20 60 30 feet with this option. With the
swilch in the Duplex position, the headset range is 4 to 6 feet in
front of the magnetic Transmit Anteana. As you move outside
this range, you will hear static, and then silence, The siatic is a
warmng that you are about to move oul of range, the antomatic
seuelch feature saves battery life and silences the speaker, 0 you
do nod need to turn the headset off when leaving your desk. The
headset operates 8 to 10 hours continuous on a full battery charge.

PLL Cahle

IF you plan to use the RF-32%96 system near a conventional com-
puter monitor, you may encounter interference with the audio sip-
mal 1o your headset speaker. Older and poorly shiclded mondiors



radliate magnetic energy at a frequency similar o the Transmat
anienne. The PLL Cable detects the magnetic energy, and allows
a Phase Lock Loop (PLL) circuit in the base station to eliminate
the interference.  Place the housing of
the PLL cable horizontal by (nod on)
the lower cormer of your monitor using
the Yelero patch provided.
If you are using a notehook PC or a
will-shiclded monitor, you may nol
require the PLL cable. The Base Station does not require the PLL
cable o funclion.
