OPERATION INSTRUCTIONS

TRANSMITTER UNIT (picture_no.1):

« Pull up the bike seat. Find the bunch of wires located under the seat.
Find the wire which is connected to the brake light of the bike.
e Use the TAP connector (included) to connect the red wire of the transmitter
to the wire of the original brake light.
« Connect the black wire of the transmitter to the negative terminal of the bike’s battery .
o Press on the brake and the red LED in the transmitter will light ,this means
that the installation was successful.
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RECEIVER UNIT (picture no.2):

o Unscrew the rear cover of the receiver unit .
« Place two batteries, AAA 1.5v ALKALINE, in the battery holders.
+ Replace the cover.
e Find the center of the back side of the helmet and clean the surrounding area with alcohol.
» Uncover the sticker of the receiver unit adapter (included) , stick the adapter
on the helmet 1 cm under the center of the back side of the helmet.
» Place the receiver unit on the helmet.
» press on the brake and the LEDs will light indicating that the installation was successfui.
