Press the Videa key on the transmitier, the blue indicator at the bottom af the aircraft
and the rad indicator will both show saternal bright, it means that the aircraft is taking
pictures; then press the Video Key on the transmitter, the blue indicator and the red
indicator at the bottom of the aircratt will ba OFF, it means tha aircraft has axited from
the Video=shooting state and has automatically preserved the video into the 5D Card.
