FOR THE PRO FORMA ASSIGNMENT OF
INTERNATIONAL SECTION 214 AUTHORIZATION

	This filing notifies the Commission pursuant to Section 63.24(f) of the Commission’s rules of the pro forma assignment[footnoteRef:1] of the international Section 214 authorization resulting from the merger of a wholly owned subsidiary, EasyTel Communications Carrier Corporation (“EasyTel”), an Oklahoma corporation, into its parent company, CoxCom, LLC (“Cox”), a Delaware limited liability company.  Cox is itself a wholly owned subsidiary of Cox Enterprises, Inc. (“CEI”).  This pro forma assignment resulted from an internal reorganization effective March 31, 2016.  Specifically, EasyTel, which holds an international 214 authorization,[footnoteRef:2] was merged with and into EasyTel Merger Co., a Delaware corporation, via a Delaware Certificate of Merger and an Oklahoma Certificate of Merger, with EasyTel Merger Co surviving.  Subsequently EasyTel Merger Co. was merged with and into CoxCom, LLC, via a Delaware certificate of merger, with CoxCom, LLC surviving.  The merger does not change the ultimate ownership or control of the international Section 214 authorization; Cox continues to control the authorization at issue and CEI continues to control Cox.  Accordingly, the assignment was pro forma in nature. [1:  Section 63.24(b) of the Commission’s rules defines an assignment as “a transaction in which the authorization is assigned from one entity to another entity. Following an assignment, the authorization is held by an entity other than the one to which it was originally granted.”  47 C.F.R. § 63.24(b).  Because the 214 authorization will pass from EasyTel to Cox, this application has been phrased as an assignment request.  See Int’l Authorizations Granted, Public Notice, Rep. No. TEL-01633, DA 13-1924 (rel. Sept. 19, 2013) (approving assignment from Globalcom, Inc. to First Communications, Inc. as the result of a merger).  International 214 authorization transfers involving two different corporate entities and mergers have also been approved in the past.  See, e.g., Int’l Authorizations Granted, Public Notice, Rep. No. TEL-01687), DA 14-1212 (rel. Aug. 21, 2014) (approving transfer from Crystal Communications, Inc. to Eventis Corporation as a result of a merger); Int’l Authorizations Granted, Public Notice, Rep. No. TEL-01673, DA 14-726 (rel. May 29, 2014) (approving transfer from Cbeyond Communications, LLC to Birch Communications, Inc. as a result of a merger).  To the extent, this application should reference a transfer, in the alternative, we also request a transfer of control of the 214 authorization from EasyTel to Cox.   ]  [2:  EasyTel holds an international Section 214 authorization for global resale services, granted under FCC File No. ITC-214-20020509-00245.  See International Authorizations Granted, Pubic Notice, Rep. No. TEL-01637, DA 13-2024 (rel. Oct. 18, 2013) (announcing grant of authorization for transfer of control of EasyTel to CoxCom, LLC).  EasyTel also holds a Section 214 authorization to provide domestic service.  See Notice of Domestic Section 214 Authorization Granted, Public Notice, WC Docket No. 13-228, DA 13-2082, rel. Oct. 28, 2013.  However, no authorization is required for a pro forma transfer of control of domestic Section authorizations.  47 C.F.R. §§ 63.01, 63.03.]

(d) Statement as to whether the Applicants have previously received authority under Section 214 of the Act

EasyTel holds an international Section 214 application for global or limited global facilities-based and resale service, originally granted to EasyTel Communications, Inc. under FCC File No. ITC-214-20020509-00245 and transferred to EasyTel via a pro forma assignment.  EasyTel also holds a domestic Section 214 authorization, granted under the blanket authorization provision of Section 63.01 of the Commission’s rules.  47 C.F.R. § 63.01.

Cox’s parent, Cox Communications, Inc., holds two international Section 214 authorizations, one for global resale and one for facilities-based services between the United States and Mexico, granted under FCC File Nos. ITC-97-845 and ITC-214-19991297-00764, respectively.  Cox Communications, Inc. also holds a domestic Section 214 authorization, granted under the blanket authorization provision of Section 63.01 of the Commission’s rules.  47 C.F.R. § 63.01
