Amoco Production Company ("Amoco"), by its counsel and pursuant to Section

1.46 of the Rules and Regulations of the Federal Communications Commission ("FCC"

or "Commission"), hereby submits this Motion for Extension of Time to respond to the

issues raised in the Supplement to Petition to Deny ofPanAmSat Corporation

("Petition").

PanAmSat Corporation ("PanAmSat") filed its Petition on July 25, 2003 seeking

clarification of the antenna alignment accuracy and a description of the installment

procedures to be followed for a C-Band satellite earth station so that PanArnSat may

evaluate the interference potential of Amoco's proposed operations.2 Amoco, through

Loral Skynet, its satellite service provider, is working to provide the necessary

infomlation to PanAmSat regarding the issues raised in the Petition.

Amoco requests a thirty day extension of time to allow the parties to conduct a

further evaluation of the interference potential of the proposed station, and for Amoco to

supplement its amended application with any additional information detennined to be

necessary in response to the Petition.3 A grant of Amoco's motion will serve the public

interest by promoting the private resolution of disputes and by postponing the need for

the expenditure of further time and resources of the parties and of the Commission until

4such time as may actually be necessary.

WHEREFORE, it is respectfully requested that the Commission grant Amoco a

thirty-day extension of time to respond to the issues raised in the Supplement to Petition

to Deny ofPanAmSat Corporation.
