Re:  Exxon Communications Co. – Clarification of Special Temporary Authorization (“STA”) Request and Modification Application
Dear Ms. Dortch:

Exxon Communications Co. (“Exxon”) is writing to clarify certain information in its pending request for special temporary authorization (“STA”) and the associated pending modification application, identified below.  

The STA request was developed to mirror Exxon’s request for long-term authority to add “Permitted List” as an authorized point of communication to the subject license.  However, during the requested period of temporary operations, Exxon will only communicate with Galaxy 28 (G28) at the 89° W.L. orbital location.  Accordingly, Exxon will not utilize full “Permitted List” authority during this period and the Commission may wish to condition a grant accordingly.
In addition, Exxon clarifies that it is relying on the previously completed Comsearch coordination report in support of its proposed “Permitted List” operations.  Upon consultation with Comsearch, it was confirmed that its database already includes full band, full arc (57° W.L. to 150 W.L.) coordination for this site, thus no potentially affected fixed service (“FS”) operators would be licensed without first coordinating the parameters included in the coordination report.  Therefore, the Commission may grant the requested modification application without requiring Exxon to re-coordinate for “Permitted List” operations.
