Intelsat License LLC (“Intelsat”) herein requests an additional 30 days of Special Temporary Authority
(“STA”)! previously granted to Intelsat? to utilize a 13.1-meter C-band antenna located at its
Hagerstown, Maryland teleport for antenna verification testing. Due to staffing constraints, Intelsat
expects the testing to take at least an additional 30 days.

The communication services will continue to be performed in the 5850-6725 MHz (uplink) and 3400-
4200 MHz (downlink) bands. Based on availability, Intelsat will be communicating with various
Intelsat satellites for the testing.®
